I-17 exits
onto Milton Rd, follow thhat to W Phoenix Ave, Right on W Phoenix, go just past Mike’s Pike and turn right into
the parking lot behind the restaurant (12 S Mikes Pike, Flagstaff, AZ 86001)

Left onto Cottage Ave, right onto Beaver St., left onto Butler Ave. Stop at Speedway (101 E Butler Ave,
Flagstaff, AZ 86001 ) for gas. Right onto Butler, Right onto O’Leary St., Right onto Lone Tree Rd., Right onto
JW Powell Blvd., left onto Lake Mary Rd. Long and beautiful ride on Lake Mary Rd., then right on AZ87/
AZ260, ride through Strawberry, Pine and get to the Speedway in north Payson (2010 N Beeline Hwy, Payson,
AZ 85541). Refuel and Bio break, hydrate for the long run back to Phoenix. Continue south on AZ87/AZ260
through Payson all the way to AZ202, then go south on the 101 and go home however you like.
